Dear Assemblymember Caballero,

On behalf of _____, I am pleased to support AB 2335, which would create the Small Business Nutrition Incentive Program within the California Department of Food and Agriculture. The pilot program would provide grant incentives to corner stores and other small-scale stores with a limited selection of food products to purchase energy efficient refrigeration. 
Eligible businesses in the counties of Alameda, Los Angeles, and San Diego and the City and County of San Francisco, would agree to stock fresh California produce in the purchased refrigeration units. Additionally, this bill would make adjustments to the Nutrition Incentive Matching Grant Program to allow providers earlier access to the grant funds.
The overall health of a person is closely linked to their income and proximity to grocery stores. According to data from the United States Department of Agriculture from 2013-15, 12.6 percent of California households were living with food insecurity, meaning that these neighborhoods were living with low-quality, variety, or desirability of diet.
Food deserts are neighborhoods where residents have low access to supermarkets. Typically these neighborhoods are low-income urban areas, and residents have no choice but to get their groceries from corner stores, many of which do not stock fresh produce.
AB 2335 would bring healthier food options to communities that are low-income and lack accessibility to grocery stores. It will also support small- and large-scale specialty crop farmers in California. For these reasons, we are supporting AB 2335.
